If you see or know that a person has a firearm on campus, call 911 immediately
e RUN —if there is an accessible escape path try to evacuate the area
e HIDE —if evacuation is not possible find a place to hide where the shooter is less likely to find
you
e FIGHT —as a last resort and only when your life is in danger attempt to disrupt and/or
incapacitate the active shooter
